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HOW TO DRAW A SITE PLAN

The purpose of a Site Plan is to allow the Planning Department to determine if your proposal will meet all setback requirements.  Site Plans should identify the location of existing and proposed structures (house, garage, barn, garden shed, pumphouse) and their distance from property lines (existing and proposed) roadways, driveways and easements, and waterways.  The Site Plan should also show the distances between these features to ensure setback requirements are met. Please provide a ‘North Arrow’ on the Site Plan and indicate all roadways by name.  

The following requirements are for Baker County Planning purposes.  Please contact the Baker City Building Department at 541-523-0535 for details regarding the Site Plan requirements for construction permits.
